CANADANEW MEASURES TO ENHANCE SAFETY OF MARINE NAVIGATION

May 18- First, the Government of Canada will provide CAD 110 million over five years for the Canadian Hydrographic Service to c
23 highpriority commercial ports and neahore areas along all three coasts to create safer navigation for mariners.

The government says the new investment will fill important gaps in critical areas across the country that currently bedefichi
out-of-date navigational information, and giveariners highresolution electronic navigation charts, navigational products and data
for increased safety. To date, surveys of eight out of the 23 ports have been completed.

In addition, the Government of Canada will be adding seven additional coastahuwatres (nine total) to test a new information
system showing where ship traffic is locatednd other essential maritime informatienas part of the Enhanced Maritime Situational
Awareness initiative.

Through the CAD 62.5 million invested in the Enhancaditivhe Situational Awareness initiative, the Government of Canada will
make CAD 9.8 million available over two years to support the implementation of these pilot project communities and wtr&mwith
to develop, test and evaluate the new system.

The govenment has awarded an initial contract to Hercules SLR of Dartmouth, Nova Scotia, to supply the Canadian Coast Guard
two vesselbased emergency tow kits, plus equipment and training. This initial contract is valued at more than $180,000, and is

USAREPORT: TOXIC ALGAE ARE GROWING THREAT TO WATER, HUMAN

May 15- Outbreaks of potentially harmful algae are a growing problem in waterways across the United States including Minnesc
according to a new report.

The Environmental Working Group, a nonprofit advocacy organization, used news reports and sataisy to track harmful algal
blooms. The group found nearly 300 blooms recorded in lakes and rivers in 48 states since 2010.

The report also found that the problem apparently is getting worse. Last year, 169 blooms were reported in 40 states,dtmpare
three in 2010.

Harmful algal blooms, sometimes known as kireen algaeare technically not algae. They are a sirggél organism called
cyanobacteria that can blanket a lake and sometinoek like brightgreen pea soupCyanobacteria sometimes produce toxins that
can harm fish and marine life.

USA'PROPOSED RMP RECONSIDERATION RULE SIGNED BY EPA ADMINIS

May 17- On May 17, 2018, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Administrator Scott Pruitt signed the Risk Management Proc
(RMP) Reconsideration proposed rulergscind or modify certain provisions of the RMP Amendments rule (published in Januan
2017) that are applicable to facilities that use regulated toxic and flammable hazardous substances.

1 The proposed rule:
0 Addresses potential security concerns.
0 Reduces unecessary regulations and regulatory costs.
0 Maintains consistency of accident prevention requirements with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration's
(OSHA) Process Safety Management standard.
0 Proposes revised compliance dates for the modified R&Rirements to provide necessary time for agency
programmatic changes and for industry to implement the new requirements.
1 EPA believes that the proposed changes will:
0 Reduce security risks.
0 Account for reasonable consideration of costs while promotingdsetmergency planning and public information
about accidents.
0 Maintain the trend of fewer significant accidents involving chemicals regulated under the RMP rule.
0 Total estimated savings (averted costs) associated with the rule are approximateatyil$88 a year.
